Subject: Response to Cease-and-Desist Letter dated July 10, 2025 
 
We are writing on behalf of Wiz Global LLC, a company registered in the United States (EIN: 372069531), in 
response to your cease-and-desist letter dated July 10, 2025, addressed to “English Wizards” via a 
Kraków-based virtual address previously linked to Frame Time Sp. z o.o. 

Please be advised of the following: 

1. Incorrect Addressee: The company Frame Time Sp. z o.o. is no longer operational and has had no 
connection to the English Wizards brand, platform, or communications since late 2021, following its 
acquisition by Wiz Global LLC. Post-sale, it is understood to have been closed and liquidated. Your legal 
notice was therefore misdirected. 

2. Jurisdictional Scope: Wiz Global LLC operates under U.S. legal jurisdiction. Any attempts at legal 
escalation must reflect this reality and proceed through internationally valid mechanisms. We are not subject 
to Polish SME regulations or local administrative procedures. 

3. Content Review and Editorial Protection: Your letter refers to two specific phrases: “work permit ban 
(status unclear)” and “negative customer reviews.” Both appear in a summary matrix listing general risk 
factors associated with different incubator models. 

These terms are accurate reflections of widely discussed public discourse, immigration trends, and recorded 
customer sentiment. The entry referencing "Twój StartUp" was made in good faith and based on verified 
experience and case data, not invention. If your Foundation disputes the inclusion of these phrases, we invite 
you to provide clear, verifiable documentation that: 

- No such ban has ever existed or currently exists  

- No material negative feedback, complaint trend, or recorded dissatisfaction was ever present or public 

 



 
 

This article qualifies as protected editorial commentary under: 

- Article 54 of the Polish Constitution 

- Article 11 of the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights 

- U.S. free speech doctrine 

4. Website Ownership Disclosure: Ownership of the English Wizards platform, including legal jurisdiction, 
is published in the footer of every single page, including the article referenced in your letter. Your legal team’s 
failure to observe this publicly accessible disclosure raises concern about procedural diligence and 
professionalism, both in how you treat external parties and, by inference, your clients. 

5. Lack of Legal Basis or Evidence: Your letter does not demonstrate which fact is false, nor how 
reputational damage occurred, nor what loss was sustained. You have made no effort to provide corrective 
evidence, only a request for redaction. This is not a legally enforceable basis for takedown or compensation 
under Polish or international law. 

6. Procedural Misconduct: The structure of your legal threat, especially your demand for a donation to 
satisfy injury, is procedurally inappropriate and disproportionate. Your lack of human contact, absence of 
direct clarification, and use of legal intimidation reinforces the very structural concerns raised in the 
article. 

7. Final Position: No redaction or payment will be issued. No further time will be allocated unless supported 
by formal legal proof. This letter constitutes our full and final response to your claim.
